The new facility will provide additional
programming space for the Land Lab and other
environmental programs for the community.

Dorwood Optimist Club has donated $17,000 to
the Foundation for the construction of the dock.

The addition of the observation dock will increase
the educational opportunities for the children vis-
iting Pondview Land Lab as well asa greataddition
to the park site.

The Land Lab project continues to be a successful
partnership between the Parks Recreation and Cul-
tural Arts Department and Kettering City Schools.
During the 2005-2006 school year over 3,000 chil-
dren grades K-5 visited the Land Labs.
